Fantasy and the Pursuit of

Dreams in Lohengrin

Just as sun cakes from Taiwan have only sugar and
no sun, and just as panda eyes come from overtime
and insomnia instead of an actual panda, there are
no swans at the Neuschwanstein ("new swan stone")

Castle in Germany.
So what is at the castle?

A king who spends all his time lost in fantasy,

a dreamland consisting of a legend and music,

a mysterious knight mounted on a swan, and a
romantic relationship that is snuffed out because of

just one question.

This all comes from an opera.

In 1859, 16-year-old Prince of Bavaria Ludwig Il
watched WAGNER's Lohengrin for the first time, after
which he began to live in his own Lohengrin-esque

fantasy world. Ascending to the throne three years

later, he by no means became concerned with the
sufferings of his people but remained a daydreamer

who just loved to dress up and enjoy himself.

He had a castle built on a forest cliff and paid no
heed to state affairs or defense; all his attention
and thoughts were directed at Lohengrin, which he
turned into an architectural miracle. On the walls of
the castle are paintings of Elsa, Lohengrin, and the
swan boat, and the light fixtures were carved with
the image of swan feathers. Pretty much every corner

of the castle seems to hum with WAGNER's music.

The castle was not a royal palace per se but rather a

dreamland built of music and myth.

So just what is Lohengrin, the opera that put this king

into a lifelong trance, all about?

The setting is a medieval German town. The female
protagonist, Elsa, has been framed for the murder
of her younger brother, and as she is in the depths
of despair, a mysterious knight arrives in a swan-
drawn boat to set her free from her troubles—he also
proposes to her, but on one condition: she may never

ask who he is or where he comes from.

She agrees, but the night after the wedding, she asks

EIOWEA

As soon as she asks, her dream falls apart. Lohengrin
tells her his name and where he's from, and as
prophesied, he leaves on his boat, disappearing into

the fog.

This is not a story of a hero saving a beautiful maiden

but one of trust, silence, and an unfulfillable pledge.

WAGNER's four hours of this flowing river of music
and fable divided into three acts touches the hearts
of the audience. From the layered prelude of strings
to Elsa's lonely soprano solos and then to "Bridal
Chorus’ (a song played commonly at weddings to this
day), there is little in the music that can be relaxingly
enjoyed; instead, it urgently questions the essence of

love and triggers thought and a concept of beauty.

Ludwig Il built three castles, but his favorite was
always Neuschwanstein. He rejected reality, state
affairs, and marriage. Maybe he just wanted to be the
knight who neither asks nor allows others to ask, and

to live his own myth.

In the end, he was deposed and then drowned in a
lake, though the circumstances surrounding his death
are still unclear. He left behind that castle, dreams,

and music that he could never escape from.

In comparison, how fortunate we are to be able to
continue on the dream of his unfinished journey this
September with the Deutsche Oper am Rhein and
Weiwuying's production of Lohengrin. Set on a stage
of a modern financial enterprise, this contemporary
rendition of a classic fable about the Holy Grail and
the struggle for power is the first time an unabridged
version of the opera will go on in Taiwan, and it
also marks the tenth anniversary of collaboration

between the two performing arts centers.

Whether you're an aficionado or new to the genre,
Lohengrin will bring you to a world that is far away
yet touches you deep inside. You'll notice that
you're not just watching an opera but engaging in a
conversation about trust, chasing dreams, and seeing

that most vulnerable part of your inner self.

Come to the Weiwuying Opera House this September
to watch the quiet arrival of a knight and the

unfolding of a fantasy.

Coming to Weiwuying—You'll
Regret Missing It

I've waited so long to be able to share this!

This is going to be one of 2025's biggest jazz shows. If
you're a jazz fan or a lover of jazz labels Blue Note and
ECM, you've definitely heard of reputed saxophonist Joe
LOVANO, who is going to visit Taiwan again with a show
at Weiwuying!

Remember last year's Jazz at Weiwuying, when nearly
90-year-old saxophone master Charles LLOYD put on
a stellar performance? At a younger 72, LOVANO has a
similarly solid foundation and is undoubtedly one of the
best. These two are my favorite elderly sages of jazz, so
I’'m extremely thankful to Weiwuying for bringing them

to us back-to-back.

Jazz at Weiwuying is a major event that takes place
annually. This year, from September 12 (Fri.) to 14
(Sun.), three super shows are lined up that you won't

want to miss.

Besides LOVANO's quartet show, the other two are
also to be really exciting. Emerging Taiwanese-French
jazz musician Estelle PERRAULT, accompanied by her
quintet, will sing intoxicating, Taiwan-rooted songs at
the concert Home Is Where the Heart Is. Then, a sextet
with another jazz heroine, YenTing LO, will bring her richly
imaginative vocals coupled with light arrangements in

the concert Land forms.

These three different ensembles will bring listeners a
diverse array of music from different countries that has

been nurtured by different cultures.

The September 13 (Sat.) show, Joyous Encounter, will
be LOVANO's quartet. His ethereal, deep-reaching
saxophone playing is influenced by jazz greats of the
past John COLTRANE, Dizzy GILLESPIE, and Sonny STITT.
He has a keen ability to switch back and forth between
the complex and the simple, creating his own unique
language of life, while his meaningful improv goes

straight to your heart.

Besides having won a Grammy Award, LOVANO has
repeatedly won Artist of the Year, Aloum of the Year,
and Tenor Saxophonist of the Year from the critics' and
readers' polls in DownBeat magazine. Basically, he’s won

everything possible for a jazz musician.

After signing with the massive jazz label Blue Note in
the 1990s, he recorded 25 albums, which is quite an
accomplishment. In 2019, he joined my favorite jazz
label, ECM, through which the warmth that emanates

from within his cool has been given free rein.

Of his early work, | recommend a classic, "Body and
Soul,” from his album From the Soul (Blue Note, 1992).
The deeply emotional vocabulary that flows as
smoothly as water will put you in a trance. This year,

ECM released Homage, a quartet album which brings

together different eras, creative improv, and rich
substance in portraying a lonely yet beautiful inner

landscape of the modern person.

I'm also looking forward to the concert the day before.
Estelle PERRAULT, who grew up both in France and
Taiwan, has a sense of French romanticism as well as a

Taiwanese take on inclusivity of different music.

Her quintet will bring us songs from her latest album,
Promises. For the concert, she wants to include imagery
of Taiwan, because no matter where she is, she is
committed to her roots, which has helped her bear the

separation and longing experienced in childhood.

"If | were purely French, | don't think I'd be a jazz
musician,’ she says. With the influence of Taiwan's love
for jazz and American oldies, she believes Taiwanese

people are more musically inclined than the French.

I highly suggest you listen to her "You Must Believe in
Spring" on YouTube, which has elements of both the past

and the present and displays a soul both young and retro.

Finally, the last show, on Sunday, will be YenTing LO's
sextet, a group of virtuoso musicians who have honed
their skills for years: Dee CHEN, YuJung HSIAO, ChihYang

HSIEH, Vicky SUN, and Bruce PENG. Inspired by
personally experienced landscapes, LO provides us with

mental images of breathtaking natural beauty.

Winner of multiple Golden Indie Music Awards and from
Kaohsiung, LO is a jazz musician, arranger, and producer.
Within her subtle voice is a storm of passion—I love her
explosive power and dramatic twists when she gets
emotionally charged. In her 2024 album Land forms,
she describes exquisite soundscapes from her travels

around the world in a unique way.

"Waltz of Nostalgia," a single she released this year, blends
Mandarin and English lyrics and exhibits her staggering
skill and exceptional spirituality in a way that leaves me

awestruck and has made a deep impression on me.

These three musicians, each boasting their singular
features and hailing from different countries, are going
to make Jazz at Weiwuying the hottest jazz event of the
year. Have you decided which one you're going to see?
Why not all three? Get your schedule arranged, and see

some of the sights in Kaohsiung while you're at it!

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|Taking in the Global Landscapeona

Night of Exotic Cultures

A freelance editor, writer who has worked in the
art/culture and design sectors for years, she has
held positions in design and lifestyle media firms
and currently writes for publications and press
releases, telling unforgettable stories about people
and life through text.

During my first time in Okanagan, in Canada,
everyone told me spring and summer are the best
seasons there. Sure enough, it was sunny and full of
thriving greenery, and the city life was equally lively
with events every week, such as street fairs, concerts,
and outdoor activities. You couldn't do it all even if
you tried. It was as if the place was seizing the day to

burst with as much life as possible.

The Taste of Home event was quite interesting. This
mini carnival incorporates exotic food and traditional
performances as a place for immigrants from all over
the world to engage in cultural exchange. Though it
may have sounded like a solemn event at first, it was
actually quite easy-going. I'm guessing it's because
the performances included not only professionals
but also local organizations, the performers ranging
in age from children to seniors. People expressed
their understanding of their cultures through physical
movement, some doing so effortlessly, while others
clearly lost the tempo or had to look at their partners
for some help. Regardless, it was all genuine and

touching.

It was held at an activity center all the locals are
familiar with. The workers were mostly locals. The
walls were full of flags from nations all over the
world, including Taiwan's. Around the main stage were

food stalls offering cuisine from local restaurants.

Admission began at dusk. Already starving, | had some
Aloo Tikki (a fried potato dish from India) with a side of
a refreshing mint sauce, and then a Mexican Barbacoa
Taco with spiced beef that had been slow-cooked
over a charcoal flame—savory and mouthwatering.
Finally, | went for the Canadian dessert of a Nanaimo
Bar, sold by an elderly woman who told me it consists
of chocolate, icing, and cookie crumbs. This national
food treasure looks simple, but you have to know just

the right proportions of ingredients to make it right.

As | was eating, the performances started. An Irish
tap group kicked things off. A local dance academy
had kids from kindergarten, primary school, junior
high, and high school take the stage successively, the
older ones leading the smaller ones. Standing straight
as arrows, they exerted themselves with an intricate
show of footwork and youthful verve. Canada has had
diplomatic relations with Ireland for over 85 years, and
the two nations’ peoples have deep ties in the aspects
of history, daily life, and commerce. In fact, the 4.4
million Canadians of Irish descent make up Canada's
third-largest ethnicity. March has been named Irish
Heritage Month, and March 17 (St. Patrick's Day) is
a green-infused bacchanalia on which people wear
green, go to bars to suck down tasty Irish beers, and

enjoy tap and bagpipe performances.

Another group was a father-daughter traditional
dance by Canadian First Nations people, creating an
entirely different atmosphere. Each was holding a
fan, and the father was wearing clothing embellished
with bird feathers and an ivory pendant hanging from
his neck. He continually danced and turned to the
highly untamed melody in a demonstration of warrior
prowess and animal worship. | felt as though | had

instantly been taken into the wilderness to see how

their people lived in times past and how they revered
nature. Later, his daughter put on a dance of healing.
Hanging from her skirt were layers of cone-shaped
objects made of a silver metal that jingled with her
movements. The dance is said to soothe and bless

family members who are sick or grieving.

The Banga Dance, from the northern Philippines, was
also interesting. The word "Banga” means "clay pot.”
Balancing two red clay pots atop their heads, four
women walked, waved their hands, squatted down,
and stood back up with the music, depicting an elegant
scene of women going to the riverbank to fetch water.
After the performance, | was curious and asked one of
the performers if | could try it. | was surprised to find that
the pot weighed at least five kilograms, putting quite a
lot of pressure on their necks. | checked online and found
that some women can balance as many as ten of them

on their heads at once!

Next was the emotionally rich yet subtly expressed
Spanish Flamenco. The female dancers exhibited
both power and beauty. The force of the calf was
perfectly measured during their sharp turns to cause
the high-waisted skirts to fly upward. With the same
music, when they switched to using castanets and
fans, a whole new flavor was produced. Then, a
lively Colombian dance heated things up. Smiling
radiantly, the women moved their feet and hips to the
music while swaying their expansive skirts with their
hands, giving the appearance of butterflies in flight.
Accompanied by men who looked quite suave in
their straw hats and red kerchiefs, they portrayed the
passion of life in coastal South America. The crowd
couldn’t help but go wild.

The last act was a Bhangra Dance, a joyful expression
of celebration at times of harvests and festivals,
performed by Indian Sikh children. The turban,
a symbol of holiness and discipline, is a piece of
traditional everyday attire for Sikh males. The boy
dancers had gold and silver embellishments (not an
everyday accessory), while the girls wore pink, blue-
purple, and green Punjabi suits. They jumped with all
their might, dancing and shaking their shoulders while
clapping their hands, as their movements flashed
with the colors of the ever-flickering lights. It was as

exciting as a Bollywood or Hip-hop performance.

Other shows included a Belly Dance from the Middle
East, Chinese Tai-Chi, and folk dances from Israel
and Ukraine. | couldn't help but wonder what a group
of Taiwanese performers would contribute here.
Something that would represent our culture and
could be performed by people of any age. Maybe an
Amis Harvest Festival Dance, the awe-inspiring dance
of Guan Jiang Shou, a coordination-demanding Lion
Dance, or perhaps a folk song accompanied by the
Yueqin.
